Preparing a Crew Manifest

Communications Team







2

This team works very well with one team member in Mission Control and one team member in the Space Station.  Team members need to speak clearly and have good organizational skills.  A high frustration tolerance is helpful.  (Critical team for mission.)

Data Team









2

This team works very well with one team member in Mission Control and one team member in the Space Station.  Team members need basic keyboarding ability.  A high frustration tolerance is helpful.  

Navigation Team








2-4

This team needs to work very well together.  The team members in Mission Control will be reading specific directions to the team members in the Space Station.  Informational reading skills and higher-level math skills are necessary.  This team basically drives the mission by calculating distances and landing spots etc.  (Critical team for mission.)

Probe Team








2-4

This team needs to work very well together.  The team members in Mission Control will be reading specific directions to the team members in the Space Station on how to build the probe that will be launched to a comet.  Informational reading skills are necessary.  Good for kinesthetic learners.  (Critical team for mission.) 

Medical Team








2-4

Team members will require some math skills (averaging), analytical skills, and recording and research skills.  Students will be performing tests of vision, hearing, skin temperature and respiration on fellow crewmembers.

Isolation Team








2-6

The Isolation team members will use robotic arms to test for micrometeoroid impacts, radiation leaks, and levels of UV radiation.  The Isolation team members should have good eye-hand coordination and a high frustration level.  Kinesthetic learners do well at this station.

Life Support Team







2-6

The Life Support Team members will be testing all the systems of the Space Station to insure a safe voyage.  Team members will be reading hygrometers, barometers, and thermometers.  They will also use lab equipment such as beakers, test tubes, graduated cylinders etc.  Observation and higher-level reading skills are helpful in this position.

Remote Team








2-4

Remote team members are required to observe, collect, analyze and record data.  Good written communications skills are also helpful.  Students will use terms such as density, chlorophyll and meteoroid.

3. ISO supports special needs students well.
